MAYOR STUESSI:  I'd like to make a motion to 

open the public hearing.  May I have a second, 

please?  

TRUSTEE PHILLIPS:  Second.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  All in favor?  

TRUSTEE BRENNAN:  Aye.

TRUSTEE DOUGHERTY-JOHNSON:  Aye.

TRUSTEE PHILLIPS:  Aye.

TRUSTEE ROBINS:  Aye.

MAYOR STUESSI:  Aye. 

Any opposed?  

(No Response) 

MAYOR STUESSI:  Motion carries.  

Please stand for the Pledge of Allegiance.  

       (Pledge of Allegiance) 

MAYOR STUESSI:  Please stay standing for a 

moment of public silence for Margaret Lellman, 

Dorothy Owen, Fred Rempe, Fireman with Standard 

Hose, Aileen Catherine Tyler, and Robert Grattan.  

(Moment of Silence) 

MAYOR STUESSI:  Please be seated.  I want to 

make an announcement that a Public Hearing of the 

Board of Trustees regarding the proposed Local Law 

of 2023 authorizing a Property Tax Levy to be held 
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on April 28th, 2023, at 5:30 p.m., at the Third 

Street Fire Station, at Third and South Streets, as 

well as a Public Meeting of the Board of Trustees 

to be held the same night, Friday, April 28th, 

2023, at 5:30 p.m., at the Third Street Fire 

Station, Third and South Streets. 

Additionally, at 7 p.m. this evening, a 

public hearing will start regarding the proposed 

addition of provisions regarding net metering to 

the Village of Greenport electric service tariff, 

with any approved changes to be filed with the 

New York State Power Authority.  This remains open, 

and at 7 p.m. we will take a break from this 

meeting in order to do it.  

With that, is there anybody from the public 

that would like to address the Board?  

JOHN SALADINO:  Oh, on net metering?

HARRY LEWIS:  Yeah.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Not on net metering yet, on 

the regular agenda tonight.  

JOHN SALADINO:  On the agenda?  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Correct.  

HARRY LEWIS:  Just in general comment?  

MAYOR STUESSI:  In general as well.  

HARRY LEWIS:  Okay.  
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MAYOR STUESSI:  You want to go?  Please.  

HARRY LEWIS:  I would like to say something.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  If you could just state your 

name and address for the Board.  You're fine, you 

can stay where you are.  

HARRY LEWIS:  Okay.   

MAYOR STUESSI:  We can hear you well.  

HARRY LEWIS:  Should I turn around or -- 

TRUSTEE PHILLIPS:  No, right here.  

HARRY LEWIS:  Okay.  I am Harry Lewis, I live 

on 600 Main Street in Greenport.  And I just wanted 

to commend all of you for all your hard work, and 

to say that I am aware that everybody's working 

really hard, and I'm proud of all of you.  That's it.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Thank you very much.  

TRUSTEE PHILLIPS:  Well, thank you very much, 

Harry. 

MAYOR STUESSI:  We appreciate it.  

TRUSTEE PHILLIPS:  We appreciate it.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Mr. Saladino.  Thank you, Harry.  

JOHN SALADINO:  John Saladino, Sixth Street.  

I don't have the agenda item about -- about the 

remediation work for -- 

MAYOR STUESSI:  The carousel?  

JOHN SALADINO:  For the carousel.  And I have 
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no problem with, obviously, paying to remediate 

that.  But I was at the work session last week and 

I heard Patrick, Trustee Brennan, make a comment, 

and I was kind of confused by it, because it could 

have went two ways.  And the comment was, and later 

on it made sense to me, is that the Village is in a 

position that it never should have been in.  And I 

applaud you for being honest, we don't usually hear 

that from Trustees, but -- and the first thing I 

thought of was, well, because of the remediation, 

we're paying too much money, maybe that's what he's 

talking about, you know, we're paying $52,000.  And 

then I thought, well, maybe, maybe we shouldn't be 

in this position, because somebody picked a scab 

that we shouldn't have picked.  And now, because of 

that, now the taxpayers are stuck with a $52,000 

tab.  So I have a couple of questions about that.  

The person that was hired -- and her name is 

in the record, but I'm not going to say anything 

about it.  The person that was hired, you know, was 

she vetted?  I read the minutes.  Trustee Robins 

mentioned in the minutes that she did vet this 

person.  It was a friend of somebody that was 

recommended by somebody.  And then there was a 

problem.  Then the artist or the painter did 
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something wrong or -- and now the carousel is 

closed and the taxpayers are stuck $52,000.  

I just have a question.  This Village 

doesn't -- this Village doesn't do anything without 

a vendor or a contractor having to provide 

insurance that lets the Village off the hook.  If 

you take out a building permit to put a fence in 

your backyard, you're required -- and you hire a 

contractor, you're required to get somebody that's 

licensed, somebody that's insured, and his 

insurance has to name the Village, it's on the 

Village form.  

So my question to you guys is how did we hire 

this person?  Do they have insurance?  And if they 

do have insurance, how come the taxpayers have to 

pay this $52,000?  

I don't know what the lost revenue for the 

carousel would be for the month, but the 

remediation on the agenda is 52,000.  I mean, 

that's got to be 5 or 6% of our tax base.  It's a 

big number in this Village.  

So I'm kind of asking you guys how -- what -- 

I read the minutes from the January -- from the -- 

from the January meeting where the artist, the 

contractor, the painter was hired, so I kind of 
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know how that came about.  You know, somebody made 

a recommendation, somebody hired them, they were 

vetted by Trustee Robins.  So I'm asking how -- do 

they have insurance?  

MAYOR STUESSI:  The individual does have 

insurance, we did receive that, correct?  

TREASURER GAFFGA:  Yes.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  The mistake was made by the 

Village in allowing this person to do the work 

inside of the carousel.  Had the work have been 

done outside the carousel in a different location, 

the carousel wouldn't be closed.  

JOHN SALADINO:  Oh, I think we all agree now.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  And to answer your question 

that what is the total number, Stephen, of the 

remediation cost, the testing?  It's higher than 

52,000.  

TREASURER GAFFGA:  Well, we -- yeah.  There's 

already, I mean, 3,000 for the initial testing, so 

it's -- we're at about 55,000 with this budget, 

with this one.

MAYOR STUESSI:  And then lost revenue is 

what, 10,000, plus 15?  

TREASURER GAFFGA:  Ten thousand April, and 

then in May last year we did about $14,000 worth of 
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business.  So we're looking at about two months, 

close to 24,000.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  So to your point, not an 

insignificant amount of money.  There were some 

recommendations made by us in our last work session 

on how to handle contracts moving forward, and 

we've put some things in place with getting legal 

agreements signed, which we will now be doing for 

similar things to this, as well as making certain 

that we have insurance before work even starts.  

Patrick, anything to add?  

TRUSTEE BRENNAN:  Yeah.  I would just add 

that it's a -- it's a lesson learned.  We need to 

be more diligent on how we -- how the Village 

contracts with outside services, so -- 

JOHN SALADINO:  That's a -- that's probably 

the best answer anybody up there could give, you 

know, and thank you for that.  You know, to -- 

sometimes, sometimes we do things on -- anybody 

who's been around here a long time, they kind of 

know.  You know, we saw a ton of money spent on 

stuff that people really weren't qualified to do, 

or ideas that really, you know, weren't -- that 

were a whim, and that money was lost.  You know, 

and some people are looking at me like, "What's he 
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talking about?"  I'm not going to name them.  I 

will.  If somebody up there asks me, I will, but 

I'm not going to on my own.

But here's a -- here's an example.  And I 

understand we don't want to put anybody's back to 

the wall or crucify somebody for -- whether it's 

the artist or -- or the people that voted to let 

this person do the work.  

I just -- and again, I'm -- I know the Mayor 

explained that the person does have insurance, that 

I still just can't get past if the person has 

insurance, why are we stuck, regardless what 

happened?  You know, isn't that the whole idea of 

insurance, that if you kind of screw up a little 

bit, you know, your insurance company pays?  

TRUSTEE BRENNAN:  I don't think I could 

answer that.  I don't know what our recourse is in 

this situation, but I understand your point made.  

I want to reiterate something I said at the work 

session.  I believe that everybody who's working on 

the carousel probably was doing so with the best of 

intentions.  Everybody loves the carousel.  

JOHN SALADINO:  Absolutely.  

TRUSTEE BRENNAN:  And so my only -- my view 

on this, again, lessons learned.  We need to be -- 
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we need to move forward, and we need to make sure 

that, you know, we avoid these kind of instances as 

much as possible.  

JOHN SALADINO:  Absolutely.  And I agree with 

you 100% about people's, you know, commitment to 

the carousel, and seeing it run, and, you know, the 

whole thing.  But when it comes down to fixing it, 

or doing something, or fixing a Village asset, you 

know, the -- we know it's paved to -- you know, the 

road to hell is paved with good intentions.  You 

got -- you can't, you can't half-step, you got 

to -- you know, you got to hire somebody that kind 

of knows what they're doing.  And now this is -- 

like you said, it's a lesson learned, but I'm -- 

well, me collectively, I'm stuck 52,000 -- 

well, how much now, Stephen?  More than $52,000.  

It's tough to swallow.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  We all are.  

JOHN SALADINO:  We all are.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  And putting the money aside.  

JOHN SALADINO:  Well, I said me, too.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  As I mentioned at the last 

meeting, one of the more upsetting things is the 

jewel of the park has been closed, and, you know, 

there's a lot of kids that haven't been able to 
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ride it, which is a shame.  So it could have been 

prevented.  To Patrick's point, lesson learned.  

The Carousel Committee did their work to 

bring forward somebody that was qualified to do 

restoration work.  It happened in the wrong place, 

so it shouldn't have happened.  

JOHN SALADINO:  Thank you.  Thanks for 

listening.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Thank you.  Are there any 

other public comments?  

KAREN RIVARA:  Good evening.  Karen Rivara, 

628 Carpenter Street.  I just want to thank the 

Board of Trustees for taking action on -- 

enforcement action on dealing with illegal Airbnbs.  

I'm really impressed with this current Board, and 

excited about the future of Greenport, so thank you.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Thank you.  

DINNI GORDON:  It's -- Dinni Gordon, 

152 Sixth Street.  It's exciting to see a new 

group.  I congratulate you all, and thank you very 

much for your work.  But I wanted -- I was wanting 

to come last week and -- last Thursday to the work 

session and watch the vote for the moratorium, and 

I couldn't, but I did watch on the website.  And I 

just wanted to say this is sort of an asterisk to 
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the moratorium question.  

Patrick made the larger point that a 

comprehensive planning task really is -- has to 

happen, as well as this LWRP, and the connection, 

or lack thereof, to the -- to the moratorium.  And 

I wanted to say that it's -- and I absolutely agree 

with that.  

And I think, you know, we are talking only 

about the downtown now, but the residential areas 

need work, and we need to be looking at the way the 

code deals with residential zoning issues.  And we 

need to use some of the new -- there's a lot of 

smart planning work going on around the country, 

and I think we need to take advantage of that.  

I realize that right now we have to focus on, 

of course, the downtown commercial area, but there 

are many -- there are some residential issues that 

have a -- an effect, and vice versa, like parking.  

And I just hope that as we work on the downtown 

stuff, we will also have in the back of our minds 

that we really need to be looking at the 

residential areas and the way the code deals with 

R-1 and R-2 at the same time.  Thanks very much.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  Thank you.  The intent is to 

do exactly that.  And what you will see come out of 
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the group that is currently studying these issues 

is we will be looking at housing within the 

downtown Commercial District, and that's going to 

be brought to the public here in very short course 

over the next few months for public opinions.  And 

then the intent is to form a Code Committee, which 

will take this ongoing and move into the 

neighborhoods to study those issues -- 

DINNI GORDON:  Good.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  -- as we move forward.  

DINNI GORDON:  Terrific.  

MAYOR STUESSI:  The portion of the Waterfront 

Committee that will be addressing the code issues 

is chaired by Deputy Mayor Phillips, together with 

our new Chair of the Planning Board, Tricia Hammes, 

along with John Saladino out of the ZBA.  Yet to be 

determined what the Code Committee will be once we 

get outside of the immediate issue of the 

development moratorium within the Commercial 

District.  But we are heading there, so thank you.
